 CFT Online Classes: Instructor-led and interactive, these programs originate through the Center for Financial Training. Each course will be facilitated 

by an instructor who will guide you through each lesson and will be available to answer questions and provide feedback on assignments you will receive 

over the Internet. You may also have some assignments requiring you to collaborate with other students using electronic discussion boards, chat rooms and 

e-mail. Each course is facilitated through the Center for Financial Training and will have a midterm and fi nal examination. These examinations and quizzes 

will be delivered electronically over the Internet. Your overall grade for the class will be based on your performance on weekly assignments and the exams. 

Enrollment and Class Requirements: Please use the enrollment form on the last page of this schedule to sign up. All classes begin on Monday 

and registration cut-off is the Friday after the start date. Approximately one week prior to the start date, registrants will receive a welcome e-mail outlining 

instructions to sign on to the course website and begin the class. Administration and shipping and handling fees will be added to each enrollment. 

A student may withdraw from these online classes with no fees assessed up to eight business days prior to the start date of the course and with the return 

of any materials sent as originally received. Should a student desire to withdraw from an online class up to ten business days after the start of the course, a 

writtten notice of withdrawal from the student must be sent to the SERCFT Offi ce by e-mail or fax. Cancellation fees will be assessed as follows: $100 for 

10 to 16 week classes and $50 for shorter classes, plus materials as applicable. After that time, no refunds will be granted, but notice of withdrawal must be 

received by the CFT Offi ce to receive a Withdrawal grade instead of an “F”.
